Membership Policy

ADMISSION

Every candidate for membership or family membership or any other category approved by
the committee shall be proposed and seconded by members of the Club. His/her full name
and address and the names of the proposer and seconder shall be forwarded in writing to
the membership Secretary. It will then be displayed on the clubhouse notice board for a
period of no less than 2 days before the election as a member. Until the candidate is
elected as a member he/she shall not be entitled of the privileges of the club.

Membership of the Club in the Mini and Junior sections will be on a family basis and any
parents will be entitled to full membership privileges and one vote per family at AGMs.

SUBSCRIPTIONS

The annual subscriptions become due on the 1% September every year. The level will be
set at the preceding Annual General Meeting. The Match Fee will also be set at the AGM.

Members should pay their subscriptions no later than the 1% November. If this has not
been done then the relevant Captain should be informed and the player may not under
any circumstances play for the Club until the subscription is received.

Arrangements for payment outside these periods and the payment level may be altered
with the consent of the Chairman, Treasurer and Captain. This would take into account
the unemployed, students, or the financial difficulties of the member concerned.

I. Senior Members - £180 per year or £15 per month
II. Family Members - £120 per year or £10 per month (For those who have not
attained the age of 18 on 1% September or whilst still at school.)
III. Social Members - £50 per year
IV. Full time students and un-employed or in receipt of benefit, then the subscription
is £50 per year at the discretion on the committee.

RESIGNATION

Any member wishing to leave the Club must send in his resignation to the Hon
Membership Secretary, in writing, before the 1% November, or in default must pay his
subscription for the current season.
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
